INTRODUCTION


This course description will provide you with the specific requirements associated with the successful completion of this course, the content to be learned, the expected level of achievement, and the materials that will be used in this course.





STUDENT REQUIREMENTS


As a student in this course, you will be expected to:


maintain a regular pattern of school and classroom attendance,


keep an organized notebook of materials and information derived from class discussions, presentations and activities.  This notebook will be checked by the teacher on a regular basis,


complete all homework, reading assignments, research projects and common assessments (independent/collaborative) as assigned by teacher,


regularly incorporate literacy skills (i.e., reading, writing, speaking, listening, etc.) in the completion of required course work,


develop a spirit of inquiry through research and analysis of significant course content/concepts,


put forth your best efforts academically and socially, in order to yield the best results.





CONTENT STANDARDS


(What you should know and be able to do)


Students should know and demonstrate an understanding of the physical/historical background, dynamics of change, political/economic development and global status of the Middle East, Western Europe and Eastern Europe (Former Soviet Union).


Students will use a variety of intellectual skills to demonstrate their understanding of major ideas, eras, themes, developments, and turning points in world history and examine the broad sweep of history from a variety of perspectives.


Students should know and demonstrate an understanding of world cultures and civilizations, including analyzing important ideas, social and cultural values, beliefs, and traditions.   Students will examine the human condition and the connections and interactions of people across time and space, and the ways different people view the same event or issue from a variety of perspectives.


Students should know and demonstrate an understanding of time frames as they explore different periodizations, examine themes across time and within cultures, and focus on important turning points in world history.


Students should know and demonstrate an understanding of the major social, political, cultural, and religious developments in world history and the important roles/contributions of individuals and groups.


Students should know and demonstrate the skills of historical analysis that include:  the ability to investigate differing and competing interpretations of the theories of history, developing hypothesis about why interpretations change over time, explaining the importance of historical evidence, and understanding the concepts of continuity and change over time.

PERFORMANCE STANDARDS


(Expected Levels of Achievement)


To receive credit for Global Studies II, the student must maintain a satisfactory rating for the four marking periods that when combined with the final exam grade yields a passing final grade.





DELIVERY STANDARDS


(Research-based practices that will be incorporated into the course)


Students will be exposed to a number of research-based practices.  Students will be encouraged to assume the role of researchers as they become engaged with the course content.  Classroom instruction will be student-centered, with teachers assuming the role of facilitators or guides in the learning process.  Instruction will be approached from an interdisciplinary and multicultural perspective.  Teachers will devote significant time and attention to creating a learning environment that is geared towards multiple intelligences, varied learning styles and assessments.  As previously outlined, students will access and manipulate data from a variety of sources.





COURSE MATERIALS


Students will use a variety of resources and materials that reflect the current alignment of Global Studies II and English II:  teacher developed units of study, “Global Mosaic”, “World History:  Patterns of Civilization”, “Global Insights”, Jack Daws Primary Documents (Islam, Magna Carta, Russian Revolution, Holocaust, Martin Luther, Black Death, The Coming of the War - 1939, French Revolution, Tutankhamon, Elizabeth I, Spanish Inquisition, The Plague), Prentice-Hall World Cultures Transparencies (maps/fine arts), History Alive Units (Middle East, Western Europe, Eastern Europe), World History Video Series (Human Origins to Modern World, 1945-1980).  The engagement of students will be further strengthened through the instructional collaboration of English II/Global Studies II teachers.





ASSESSMENT PROCEDURES


Students will complete common assessments at the completion of each unit of study.  All assessments will be designed to examine students’ higher order thinking skills (i.e., application, analysis, synthesis, evaluation, etc.).  Students will be encouraged to read, write, speak, listen and view course content in a thoughtful and critical manner.





At the end of the year, students will take either the Regents Competency Test (RCT) in Global Studies or the Regents examination in Global Studies.  The Regents exam consists of approximately 48 multiple choice questions (55 points) and a mandatory 3 of  7 essays (45 points).  The tests cover 9th/10th grade course content.  Students must achieve 65% on the Regents exam to obtain Regents credit for the course, and at least 55% to prove competency for graduation.





CAREER COMPETENCIES


As each unit is studied, various career possibilities will be highlighted.  Some careers include:  archaeologist, anthropologist, historian, researcher, writer, politician, cartographer, environmentalist, economist, etc.
